us. He will rescue us from your power, Your Majesty.
18 But even if He doesn't, we want to make it clear to you, Your Majesty, that we
will never serve your gods or worship the gold statue you have set up."

Daniel 3:24-30 NLT
24 Then King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished; and he rose in haste and spoke,
saying to his counselors, "Did we not cast three men bound into the midst of the
fire?

25 "Look!" he answered, "l see four men loose, walking in the midst of the fire; and
they are not hurt, and the form of the fourth is like the Son of God."

28 Then Nebuchadnezzar said, "Praise to the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego!
