Mistakes made when in need of a miracle

v' Never ask.
James 4:2 NLT
...you don't have what you want because you don't ask God for it.

v' Ask once and quit.
Luke 18:1 Message
Jesus told them a story showing that it was necessary for them to
pray consistently and never quit.

v' Ask with no expectation.
James 1:7 GOD’S WORD
A person who has doubts shouldn't expect to receive anything from the Lord.

1. Askin agreement.
Matthew 18:19-20 NKIV
19 "Again | say to you that if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they ask,
it will be done for them by My Father in heaven. 20 For where two or three
are gathered together in My name, | am there in the midst of them."

2. Ask with big dreams.
Ephesians 3:20 TLB
Now glory be to God, who by His mighty power at work within us
is able to do far more than we would ever dare to ask or even dream of-infinitely
beyond our highest prayers, desires, thoughts, or hopes.

3. Ask in faith.

James 1:6-7 NKIV
6 But let him ask in faith, with no doubting , for he who doubts is like a wave of the sea
driven and tossed by the wind. 7 For let not that man suppose that he will receive
anything from the Lord; 8 he is a double-minded man, unstable in all his ways.

4. Ask and receive.
1 John 5:14-15 NKIV
14 Now this is the confidence that we have in Him,
that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 15 And if we know that He hears
us, whatever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.

5. Ask and move.
John 4:49-52 NLT
49 The official pleaded, "Lord, please come now before my little boy dies."
50 Then Jesus told him, “"Go back home. Your son will live!"
And the man believed what Jesus said and started home. 51 While the man was on his

way, some of his servants met him with the news that his son was alive and well.

52 He asked them when the boy had begun to get better, and they replied,

"Yesterday afternoon at one o'clock his fever suddenly disappeared!"

6. Ask with boldness.

John 15:7 NLT
But if you remain in Me and My words remain in you,
you may ask for anything you want, and it will be granted!
